Having a will is an important part of being an adult - like having insurance, or KiwiSaver. It's especially important if your KiwiSaver holds $15,000 or more, if you have kids, or a house.
And once you have a Will, make sure you review it and update it when things change in your life.  Anyone who is of sound mind and is aged 18 or older can make a will. It is important to have a will so the people you care about most may be looked after, and it could take a long time and cost a lot of money to resolve matters if no will is in place. This could cause extra distress for your loved ones, during their time of grief.
